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Things we've studied:
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We started Unit 3 with place value. We are reviewing
two and three digit numbers. In addition, we are learn-
ing the value of each number in a given place. We also
are working on coins by reviewing their value and learn-
ing how to add combinations of coins and exchange
coins. To practice adding and exchanging coins, we used
a veggie and fruit stand to go shopping. The children
had to purchase items and show their purchase, with
coins, in two different ways. They also had to purchase
multiple items, add them together and then show the
total two different ways. In addition, we are reviewing
time to the hour and half hour. We are working on how
to tell time to 5 minutes intervals and then to minute
interval.

Literacy:

We have started a new rotation of corners today. In
our math corner, we are practicing What's My Rule with
both addition and subtraction facts. In our science
corner, we will be observing four different minerals
using a powerful magnifier. We will be working on per-
forming a Thanksgiving play titled "Arthur's Thanksgiv-
ing for our Star Author corner. For our art corner we
are doing some Turkey/Thanksgiving poetry.

Science: We started our unit on Soil and Rocks by ob-
serving three different types of soil. We looked at
sand, humus and clay. We discussed what each soil is
made up of and then performed our first soil test. We
learned how to do the smear test and recorded our
observations.

Social Studies:

We are working on the seven continents. We are learn-
ing how to read a desk map of the world, identify the
continents both in isolation and on the map. We are also
studying parts of a globe. (hemispheres, equator,
oceans, etc)

Writing:

We are starting a new focus trait in writing called
Voice. The children are working hard to increase their
use of powerful, more descriptive words in their writ-
ing. Now we will learn how to develop our voice in our
own pieces and understand how that impacts our writing
and affects our audience.

They will be given
time to practice in class as well.
